Act two outcome? With the total of 54 votes, The Revolt took the first place. The second place went to Self Defence with 51 votes. Third place was gained by Assessor with 27 votes, and the final fourth by Mawataki with one vote. 

The Revolt and Self Defence thus advance into the semifinal leg! 

Next item on the menu is the third basic round which will take place on Thursday, February 13, 2014, again in Music City Club, and shall bring the battle between DRACO HYPNALIS, SUFFER AGE, FROM DAY TO DAY and BREAK THE RULES.
